· Are there emergency supplies available?

· Is there good housekeeping?

· Are materials returned to their correct storage locations?

· Where are the MSDS located?

· How is WHMIS managed?

· Is there any moving equipment I could get caught in?

· Are all guards in place?

· Are electrical cords put away or clearly marked when in use?

· Are there any tripping hazards?

· Where is the PPE located?

· Can students do the various jobs safely? Is there training? What does that look like?

· Are any biological, chemical, ergonomic, physical, or psychosocial hazards likely?
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
