Lessons from the Past

As we contemplate where our world has been and where it is going, an important part of that examination would involve examining the rise of ideologies that were opposed to classical liberalism. This is an opportunity to reflect on lessons learned from the past and consider our approach to the future. Various museum curators are interested in compiling a collection of reflections on events leading up to this period of time. You have decided to submit a visual essay that could be posted on a museum Web site.

Gather information about the theories and practices of either communism or fascism that developed in response to classical liberalism. From the information you have collected, create a thesis statement that reflects conclusions developed from the evidence gathered. The thesis statement should be the central focus of the visual essay with the supporting evidence arranged and presented appropriately. Supporting evidence could include photographs, drawings, cartoons and historical maps, as well as headlines, quotes and narratives. All sources should include appropriate citations in a reference page.

Remember that an effective visual essay includes:

· a plausible the thesis statement 

· quality supporting evidence 

· effective visual representation.
