	· Provide initial training to include a thorough review of hazards and accidents associated with the job.
· Use the kit in a well-ventilated area.


· Follow the school safety policy.


· Provide and document ongoing safety education and training, including mandatory equipment and tool orientation.


· Ensure the equipment is appropriate for the work to be done.


· Ensure WHMIS training is available.


· Provide up-to-date MSDS. Read the MSDS for each container filled with chemicals or solutions.


· Store soil testing chemicals in tightly closed containers.

· Store the kit in a cool dry area out of direct sunlight.

· Keep the kit away from heat and incompatible materials.

· Read each container’s label for specific precautions. 

· Read and follow manufacturer instructions precautions, and directions for proper safety, maintenance, and cleaning.

· Establish handwashing practices.

· Develop and communicate safe work practices and procedures for hazardous situations.

· Ensure repetitive tasks are properly paced.
