	Pre-operational Safety Checks

	· Inspect the work area for hazards.

· Inspect tools, equipment, and materials for damage and other hazards.
· Check each container’s label for safety information.
· Inspect PPE and replace if required.

· Report any hazards.
· Read material safety data sheets (MSDS) for each container that is filled with a chemical or a solution.


	Safe Work Procedure
	Cautions

	1. Put on required PPE. Sets contain chemicals that may be harmful is misused. Avoid contact with skin, eyes, and clothing.

2. Secure loose clothing, and tie back long hair.

3. Follow the manufacturer’s instructions, precautions, and directions for proper safety, maintenance, and cleaning. Read cautions on individual containers carefully!

4. Follow the school safety policy.

5. Use tools, equipment, and materials under competent supervision.


6. Put away all tools, equipment, and materials in their proper storage areas. 


7. Keep your work area clean as you work and make sure to clean up when you are done.


8. Dispose of chemicals following local, provincial, and federal regulations.


9. Establish handwashing practices.

· Read cautions on individual containers carefully.

· Avoid contact with skin, eyes, and clothing.
