	Where reasonably practicable, the employer must use 
engineering controls.

	The employer must use administrative controls that control the hazard to a level as low as reasonably achievable.




If the hazard cannot be eliminated 

or controlled by the use of engineering or administrative controls, …

	The employer must use administrative controls that control the hazard to a level as low as reasonably achievable.




If the hazard cannot be eliminated or 

controlled by the use of engineering controls, administrative controls, or 


personal protective equipment, …

	The employer may use a combination of engineering controls, administrative controls, or personal protective

equipment that results in a greater level of worker safety than if each was used on its own.
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
