	Safe Work Procedure
	Cautions

	1. Follow the manufacturer’s instructions.
2. Follow the school safety policy.
3. Ensure that all cords are safely stowed when not in use.

4. Ensure all cords are taped down if they are running across the floor.

5. Put away all tools, equipment, and materials in their proper storage areas.

6. Clean the work area.

7. Establish handwashing practices.
	· Do not touch hot lights with bare hands.

· Do not handle any power cords or switches with damp hands or while standing on a damp floor.

· Ensure models do not look directly into lights.

· Do not splash any liquid on a hot lamp.

· Use caution when handling boom lighting units. The housings become very hot.
