	· Provide adequate instruction on lab routines, job procedures, and equipment operation.

· Keep the work area clean and tidy at all times. For example, pick up pins if dropped on the floor.
· Do not put pins in your mouth.

· Post safety signage.

· Follow the manufacturer’s directions for operation, maintenance, and safe practices.

· Inspect tools regularly to ensure safe operation.

· Discard bent, burred, or broken sharp tools (e.g., needles, blades, rippers, and pins) in sharps container.

· Ask the students to report defective tools to the teacher.

· Ensure a clear line of sight of all students.

· Ensure sharp tools are sharpened.

· Work at a safe speed.

· Ensure correct lighting is provided.

· Work at a safe speed.

· Ensure the right tool is used for the job.

· Follow the school safety policy.

· Provide and document ongoing safety education and training, including mandatory equipment and tool orientation.

· Ensure tools are used under competent supervision.
