	· Follow the school safety policy.

· Provide and document ongoing safety education and training, including mandatory equipment and tool orientation.

· Schedule work to avoid overcrowding.

· Establish handwashing practices.

· Provide a first aid kit and supplies, including an eyewash station and biohazard disposal.

· Always use safe handling techniques.

· Since each firearm has different safety mechanisms, individuals should use their firearms in accordance with manufacturers' specifications and should contact individual manufacturers to obtain further information.

· Read and follow manufacturer instructions, precautions, and directions for proper use, safety, maintenance, and cleaning.

· Provide initial training to include a thorough review of hazards and accidents associated with the task. 

· Identify and establish regular sanitary and safe housekeeping practices.

· Develop and communicate safe work practices and procedures for hazardous work or situations.

· Ensure repetitive tasks are properly paced.

· Maintain class supervision at all times.
