	Pre-operational Safety Checks

	· Inspect the work area for hazards. 

· Inspect tools, equipment, and materials for damage and other hazards. For example, do not use any ammunition that is dented or appears to be irregular in any way.

· Be sure you have the correct ammunition for your firearm. Contact a dealer or a gunsmith if you are unsure.

· Choose an appropriate bullet for the game you are hunting.

· Inspect PPE and replace if required.

· Report any hazards.

· Learn how to read the side of a shotshell and box.

	Safe Work Procedure
	Cautions

	1. Put on all required PPE.
2. Read and follow the manufacturer’s instructions, precautions, and directions for proper safety, maintenance, and storage.

3. Follow the school safety policy.
4. Put away all tools, equipment, and materials in their proper storage areas. 

5. Clean the work area. 

6. Dispose of damaged ammunition appropriately.

7. Transport and store ammunition in accordance with Canada’s Firearms Act (http://laws-lois.justice.gc.ca/eng/acts/F-11.6).
8. Establish handwashing practices.
	· Secure ammunition and keep it away from excessive heat or impact with sharp objects.

· Store ammunition in original container or ammo box.

· Lock up and store the ammunition and the firearms separately.

· Do not mix different sizes of cartridges and shells. Keep them separate. 

· Only use round or soft-point ammunition in tubular magazines.

	REPORT ANY HAZARDOUS SITUATION IMMEDIATELY!

If an emergency occurs while completing any task or the tool or equipment malfunctions, shut off the power immediately, follow the lock-out procedure, and get help.
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
