	Pre-operational Safety Checks

	· Inspect the work area for hazards. 

· Inspect tools, equipment, and materials for damage and other hazards.

· Inspect PPE and replace if required.

· Report any hazards.

· Read the manufacturer’s manual.

· Practise lighting the camping stove outdoors prior to taking it into the backcountry.

· Ensure the pump is well lubricated and functioning.

	Safe Work Procedure
	Cautions

	1. Secure loose clothing, and tie back long hair.

2. Read and follow the manufacturer’s instructions, precautions, and directions. Set up, prime, light, use, take down, clean, and transport the stove according to manufacturer’s instructions.

3. Follow the school safety policy.

4. Clean the work area of any flammable debris.

5. Clean and empty the stove before storing it.

6. Put away all tools, equipment, and materials in their proper storage areas. 

7. Establish handwashing practices.
	· Never use stove in a tent.

· Use only the fuel that your stove is designed to burn.

· Don’t use old fuel.

· Fill the stove or fuel bottle only to the safe fill line.

· Check the stove for leaks prior to lighting.

· Always fill the stove or change fuel canister outdoors.

· Do not light a stove in the same place where you filled it.

· Do not refuel your stove while it is still hot or lit.

· Be aware that alcohol fuelled stoves make no noise and burn with an almost invisible flame.

	REPORT ANY HAZARDOUS SITUATION IMMEDIATELY!

If an emergency occurs while completing any task or the tool or equipment malfunctions, shut off the power immediately, follow the lock-out procedure, and get help.
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
