	Safe Work Procedure
	Cautions

	1. Put on all required PPE. Wear non-slip footwear.

2. Secure loose clothing, and tie back hair. Remove jewellery.

3. Read and follow the manufacturer’s instructions, precautions, and directions.

4. Follow the school safety policy.

5. Be sure hands are grease-free and dry.

6. Hold the rod using a handshake grip.

7. Check that there is no one in front or behind when casting.

8. Face the target area with the body turned at a slight angle—about a quarter turn to the right for a right-handed person and a quarter turn to the left for a left-handed person. 

9. Aim the rod tip at eye level toward the target.

10. Hold down the reel's release button with thumb. 

11. Swiftly and smoothly, bend the arm at the elbow, raising the hand with the rod until it almost reaches eye level. 

12. When the rod is almost straight up and down, it will be bent back by the weight of the practice plug. 

13. As the rod bends, move the forearm forward with a slight wrist movement. 

14. Gently sweep the rod forward, causing the rod to bend with the motion.

15. As the rod moves in front, reaching eye level at about the 10 o'clock position, release the thumb from the button.

16. Put away all tools, equipment, and materials in their proper storage areas. 

17. Clean the work area. 

18. Use proper hygiene. Establish handwashing practices.
	· Overhand casting is used in a clear area, or when fishing near the ocean. 

· Cast sidearm in tight spaces.
