	Potential Hazards
	Possible Consequences

	Physical
	· fire and explosion: lighter, matches, and other fire starters

· repetitive motion

· heat

· moving parts

· sharp points 

· sharp edge

· broken glass; e.g., signal mirror
	· musculoskeletal injuries

· contusions
· lacerations
· abrasions
· pinching

· burns

· puncture wounds
· bleeding

· repetitive motion injuries

· embedded objects

	Chemical
	· chemicals: cleaning agents

· compressed gases: lighter

· dangerously reactive materials: lighter 

· flammable and combustible materials:  tinder and other fire-starting materials

· fumes: lighter

· poisons and toxins: lead pencil, batteries for rescue flash
	· chemical burns

· skin irritation

· lung damage

· headache

· dizziness

· loss of consciousness

	Biological
	· bacteria/viruses
· blood

· body fluids
	· illness

	Ergonomic
	· poor or awkward posture

· repetitive movement

· lack of finger dexterity
	· bodily injury

	Psychological
	· fatigue

· stress

· fear
	· inattentiveness

· poor morale

· increased illness

	Pre-operational Safety Checks

	· Inspect the work area for hazards. 

· Inspect tools, equipment, and materials for hazards.

· Inspect PPE and replace as required.

· Inspect all items to be sure they are still sterile. 

· Report any hazards.

· Read survival kit manual included prior to departure.

· Practise using the items in the survival kit outdoors prior to taking it into the backcountry.

	Safe Work Procedure
	Cautions

	1. Read and follow the manufacturer’s instructions, precautions, and directions for all items in the survival kit.

2. Put away all tools, equipment, and materials in their proper storage areas. 

3. Clean the work area. 

4. Establish handwashing practices.
	· Always carry a first aid kit and a survival kit when travelling into the backcountry.

	REPORT ANY HAZARDOUS SITUATION IMMEDIATELY!

If an emergency occurs while completing any task or the tool or equipment malfunctions, shut off the power immediately, follow the lock-out procedure, and get help.
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
