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What Is a Certifying Partner?
A designation of Certifying Partner is given to partners who are responsible for assessing the quality of health and safety programs in Alberta, and issuing Certificates of Recognition (COR) to employers. These organizations have committed to working in partnership with Alberta Human Services towards improving health and safety for Alberta workers.

Certifying Partners review audits for quality assurance standards and issue a Certificate of Recognition to employers whose health and safety systems meet specified standards. A COR recognizes that the health and safety management system of an employer has been evaluated by an auditor and found to meet the standards of Partnerships. Effective health and safety management systems have been shown to have an impact on reducing injuries. 

Alberta Human Services signs a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with the Certifying Partner outlining the commitments of both parties.
