	1. Put on required PPE.

6. Provide adequate ventilation as required.

7. Apply the adhesive to the material surface.
 

8. Clamp the work as indicated in the product directions.

· Some two-part epoxies, once mixed, can spontaneously combust if left in a large quantity.  Spread leftover epoxy thinly on waste material, and let it dry before disposal.
