	1. Use tools and equipment under competent supervision.

2. Secure loose clothing, and tie back long hair.

3. Follow the manufacturer’s instructions.

4. Follow the school safety policy.

5. Open the knife.


6. Test for the blade for sharpness. 


7. Use correct techniques as per instruction and demonstrations.


8. Clean and close knife on completion of work.


9. Put away all tools, equipment, and materials in their proper storage areas. 


10. Clean the work area.
11. Establish handwashing practices.
	· Do not use a dull knife as it may lead to poor technique that could cause cuts or puncture wounds.
