	Ask students to count on to 10 from a number you give them between 1 and 10.


	· Is not able to count on from any number given.
	· Is able to count on to 10 from any number given.

	Ask students to count back to 1 from a number you give them between 1 and 10.


	· Is not able to count backward from any number given.
	· Is able to count backward to 1 from any number given.

	Show students a set of between 1 and 10 objects for three seconds and then cover the set, asking students to tell you how many were in the set. Ask them to explain how they knew this.


	· Is not able to identify the number shown or appears to be guessing.
	· Is able to identify the number uncovered.

	Have interlocking cubes available to students. Ask students to show you eight cubes and then have them write the numeral for that quantity. Repeat with other numbers.


	· Identifies the correct number of cubes but writes the wrong numeral. 

· Writes the correct numeral but shows you the wrong number of cubes.

· Gets both the numeral and the number of cubes wrong.


	· Shows you, correctly, the number of cubes and writes the correct matching numeral.
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
