Sample Activity 5: Creating Pictorial Representations of 2-D Shapes

Students may draw 2-D shapes freehand, but some will find it very hard to draw them accurately. Students will learn to make lines with a ruler and square corners with the corner of an index card. Students can learn to trace circles around plastic lids or coins and to use circle templates. They can also be taught to tie a string around a pencil and, holding the string at a point that will become the centre of the circle, draw a line around the centre point by moving the pencil in a 360˚ arc with the string taut. 
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
