Sample Activity 2: What's My Rule?
1.
Have the students look at pre-sorted 3-D objects and determine your sorting rule. This can be done as a game. If the first person in a team answers correctly, that team is given a point and the first person in the next team is given a second pre-sorted group. However, if the first person in the first team does not give a complete or accurate rule for the first set, a person from the second team has an opportunity to give a sorting rule. If that person is correct, a new sort is shown to the lead person in team three. If the second row person's rule was incomplete or inaccurate, the first person in team three is given the opportunity to provide a rule. This game may extend over a number of days. 

2.
Have students in small groups take turns sorting objects according to two attributes. Have the rest of the group identify the sorting rule and explain it.
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
