A Bulletin board


"I Spy 3-D Objects" could be the title of a bulletin board used to display photos or pictures cut from magazines showing 3-D objects observed in the environment. You could also take students on a walk with toilet paper or paper towel rolls as their spy glasses to find 3-D objects in the school or neighbourhood. Take along a digital camera to snap photos for your bulletin board.
