Sample Activity 8: Frayer Model
Provide students with a template for the Frayer Model and have them fill in the sections, individually or as a group, to consolidate their understanding of a geometric concept such as a regular polygon or an obtuse scalene triangle.  

A sample of a Frayer Model is as follows.

Frayer Model for a Regular Polygon 
(Barton and Heidema 2002, pp. 68–71)

	Definition

A regular polygon is a polygon that has all sides congruent and all interior angles congruent.


	Characteristics

· a polygon:  a closed 2-D shape with sides and no curves

· has three or more sides

· all sides are congruent

· has as many lines of symmetry as there are sides on the polygon

· diagonals are congruent if they exist (an equilateral triangle has no diagonals)

· diagonals bisect each other

· diagonals intersect
