Mock UN Summit
You have been asked to present a particular perspective at a mock United Nations summit on an international issue you have profiled. You will work as a group of three and each group member will contribute to advancing recommendations on how to deal with the issue from one of the following perspectives:

· member of government in an African country 
· member of government in a European country 
· member of government in an Asian country 
· member of government in a South American country 
· member of government in a North American country 
· United Nations official 
· environmentalist 
· CEO of a major multinational corporation 
· head of a large labour organization 
· representative of an international association of Aboriginal peoples 
· representative of an international association of nongovernmental aid organizations. 
Each student will research the assigned issue, identify the historical context leading to the issue and develop recommendations from the assigned perspective on how to deal with this issue. Your rough notes will provide evidence of your understanding of the issue.
You will then work with the other members of your group to prepare and to participate in a mock UN forum with other groups. Each group will share their proposed foreign policy actions and reasons for their judgement on the international issue. The goal is for all members of the global community to arrive at consensus on how to deal with the issue. 
As you prepare for and participate in the forum, you will need to demonstrate leadership in advocating solutions to issues. You will also need to participate as a group member and demonstrate the ability to work towards consensus. 
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
