Sample Actions: Rights and Responsibilities
Mr. Y reads the paper each day to keep himself informed of events and issues relating to his community.

Ms. X tries to attend the monthly town council meetings in her community so she is aware of the issues affecting her and her neighbours.

When the provincial election was called, Mr. Z called a local candidate and offered to help out on her campaign.

Ms. J was feeling frustrated by the lack of funding for health care. She decided she would try to ensure her local hospital received the money it needed by running for MLA in her constituency.
Mrs. L. is proud that her grandchildren are learning in Francophone schools and that they feel part of their community. As a school trustee for a Francophone Regional Authority, she has been a strong supporter of partnerships with Francophone community organizations to bring in art, music and theatre programs, career and work experiences and volunteer opportunities to students in the schools in her jurisdiction.
When Ms. M's son was killed in an accident caused by a drunk driver, she formed a group to speak out by going to schools to talk to students about the dangers of drinking. 
Mr. Y was so angered by the provincial government's decision to raise taxes that he wrote several letters to the editor and sent them to local and national newspapers.

The neighbourhood park was a dangerous place in the evenings as there was no lighting. Ms. X wrote several letters to her local town councilor urging him to put pressure on the municipal government to provide lights for the park.

When the federal government announced plans to cut funding to arts programs, including small theatre groups, many people marched in protest.

While shopping at the local mall, Ms. Z overheard a group yelling racist insults and making threats to some women from a minority religious group. She immediately called police and reported the incident. 
Despite her dislike for seatbelt laws, Ms. Y always makes sure she wears her seatbelt and that her passengers also wear their seatbelts.
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
