	Summative Assessment Task: Perspectives on First Contact

Recently, the location of Jacques Cartier’s first settlement of Charlesbourg-Royal was rediscovered. This event was cause for much celebration for many people in Québec.

Some people have suggested that a national historic site should be located at Charlesbourg-Royal. It would honour Jacques Cartier and his accomplishments in Canadian exploration. However, this monument needs to recognize the impact of the settlement on First Peoples.  

A citizens’ group in Québec wants to learn more about the issue so they can be well informed and better able to participate in the decision-making process. They have hired you as a summer research assistant and have asked you to make a presentation at their next meeting. In order to prepare, you will need to complete the following steps:
Access and retrieve information

· Examine a variety of sources on the topic of first contact, which could include oral, written and/or media sources.

· Be sure to gather information that represents contemporary European-Canadian perspectives and First Nations perspectives.

· Use key words to record the information and keep a record of the sources that you have accessed.

· You will need to submit a record of the notes that you have made and the sources that you have accessed.

Describe historical background

· Describe a few examples of first contact between European explorers and First Nations people. 

· Be sure to include information that represents European-Canadian perspectives as well as First Nations perspectives.

Explain impacts of imperialism

· Explain the political, economic and social impacts of imperialism from both perspectives.

· Explain the various perspectives that might exist regarding the honouring of the arrival of Jacques Cartier and the beginnings of European settlement in Canada.

You can share your message in the form of a pamphlet, PowerPoint presentation, speech or other format. Be sure to present your research findings to the citizens’ group in a clear and concise manner. 
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
