	Summative Assessment Task: What Can I Do?
It’s one thing to talk about responding to globalization, but it’s quite another thing to do something about it. This is your opportunity to become actively involved in an issue that has meaning for you—an issue that could use your help. It should be an issue that you are actually able to do something about in order to make a difference.

Select an issue and defend a choice

Globally, there are many issues related to the quality of life of women and children or to people’s human rights that could benefit from your support. Some global issues you may wish to explore include the following:

· access to education for girls

· child soldiers
· chocolate production

· coffee production

· diamond mining

· hunger

· rights of indigenous peoples

· child labour

· child poverty 

· diseases 
· employment equity (equal pay, equal work)

· human trafficking/prostitution

· illiteracy
· infant mortality 
· land mines

· refugees

· street children

· unpaid labour/sweatshop labour

· xenophobia/racism
Select one of the above issues to explore further. Or, choose another issue that interests you (after consulting with your teacher). Provide specific reasons that explain why you believe that this is an important issue to address in responding to the challenges of globalization. 

Develop a plan for social action

How are you going to make a difference? Determine ways that you can help others understand your chosen issue. This may include writing a letter to the editor, launching a poster campaign, hosting an information session in your community and/or raising funds to donate to your cause.

Implement and evaluate the plan

Make it happen! Put your plan into action; e.g., write the letter, put up the posters, host the information session or conduct the fundraising activity.

Then reflect on the process of becoming socially active. Were you successful in implementing your plan?

· What worked well? What didn’t work very well? What could you have done differently?

· How do you think your plan made a difference in addressing the issue?

Share your issue, why you chose that issue, your plan and your reflection in a way that helps your experience come alive. Consider a voice recording, a video, a written response or another format of your choice (consult your teacher).
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
