
	Summative Assessment Task: Contending Nationalist Loyalties

The writers of your textbook would like to add a page that has been created by students. You have been asked to examine the issue of contending nationalist loyalties. The central question for your page about contending nationalist loyalties in Canada is as follows: To what extent should contending nationalist loyalties be reconciled?

The textbook editor needs the following to be included on the print or digital page you develop.

· Describe contending nationalist loyalties

Canadian nationalism can contend, in different ways, with:
· First Nations or Métis nationalism;

· Inuit perspectives; or

· ethnic nationalism.

Select one of the examples of contending nationalist loyalties to complete this task.

Describe the perspectives in your selected example (i.e., the Canadian nationalist perspective and the perspective of First Nations or Métis nationalism, the Inuit or ethnic nationalism) and describe how beliefs and experiences can result in contending nationalist loyalties.

· State and support position

Take a stand on the extent to which these contending nationalist loyalties need to be reconciled. Provide specific support for your position.
