
	Summative Assessment Task: Lessons from the Past

For decades, historic sites commemorating the Holocaust have been maintained by governments around the world. Consider though the economic challenges being experienced by countries today. Such challenges may lead to a time in the future when historic sites, such as those from the Second World War, begin to fall into disrepair. Governments will be forced to make a decision: invest heavily in restoration or close historic sites like Auschwitz. 

As a thoughtful citizen, you are disturbed that the stories of victims of the Holocaust may not be available to future generations. You decide to be proactive and encourage governments to invest in preservation and restoration.

Your communication needs to include the following:

Describe historical context

Explain why historic sites commemorating the Holocaust were established and should be maintained.

Support position

Describe why, even after many decades, it is important that the global community has access to such historic sites. Think about the reasons some people might provide to argue for closing these sites; provide specific reasons to counter these arguments.

Select a method of communicating your ideas that will reach a broad audience (e.g., letter, podcast, video, blog/posting) in order to convince others about the seriousness of this issue.
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
