
	Summative Assessment Task – Ultranationalism: Nationalism Gone Too Far?

The online magazine History Talks is planning a special issue on the Second World War. As an author for the magazine, you have been asked to prepare a brief article that includes meaningful images with captions to help readers understand the role of nationalism and ultranationalism during the Second World War.

A number of participant nation–states from the Second World War will be profiled in the special issue. The central question for all profiles is the following: Were the actions of this nation–state during the Second World War nationalistic or ultranationalistic?
For your article, you will do the following:
Summarize key actions
· Select one of the following nation–states and explore its actions during the Second World War: Germany, Great Britain, United States or Japan.
· Summarize the main actions of your selected nation–state during the events of the Second World War.

Describe historical context
· Provide historical context by describing the political, social and economic reasons for your selected nation–state’s involvement in the Second World War.

State and support position
· Use the information you gathered about your selected nation–state to respond to the following question: Were the actions of this nation–state during the Second World War nationalistic or ultranationalistic?
· Provide specific reasons and evidence to support your position.
Communicate information
· Write a brief article that shares your ideas clearly so your message will have maximum impact.
· Provide powerful images and captions that support your ideas and position.
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
